BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

December 6, 2008

MINUTES

The Board held a scheduled meeting at the La Quinta Inn in Prattville, AL on December 6, 2008.  The meeting was called to order at 8:55 AM.

Board members in attendance were:

Al Redding (President/Treasurer); Stan Blevins (District 2); Earl Andrews (District 4/Secretary); Troy McGee (District 5); Larry McConnell (District 6); Ronnie Williamson (District 7); Jim Sparrow (District 8-Vice-President/Youth Director); John Hall (District 9).

Minutes from the August 2, 2008 meeting (as previously reviewed and posted) were formally accepted by a unanimous vote.

 Motion was made by Larry McConnell and second by Jim Sparrow that Troy McGee be installed as the Director from District 5.  

President/Treasurer Al Redding distributed and reviewed detailed 2008 financial documentation from October 1, 2008 through December 4, 2008 to/with the Board.  It was noted that the Alabama Bass Federation, Inc. has purchased a trailer from FLW Outdoors and a truck from Lynch Chevrolet.  The trailer will be obtained from FLW Outdoors, Benton , Kentucky on December 15, 2008. 

A motion to accept the Financial Report was passed unanimously

Youth Director Jim Sparrow thanked the President and Directors for their time and effort that each contribute to the development and support of the Youth program. 

Jim has requested that Junior Clubs renew their memberships by November 30, 2008.

Updated club rosters are due to TBF by December 31, 2008.  Two enrollment programs will be available for youth members.   They are the TBF Standard Youth Membership at a cost of $5.00 and the Premium Youth Membership at a cost of $25.00.

The 2009 State Junior Championship Tournament is scheduled for April 11, 2009, Lake Mitchell, Clanton, AL, launch will be at Higgins Ferry.  Entry and medical release forms will be available after the first of the year.

To be eligible to participate in the 2009 Junior State Championship Tournament, a club must renew its membership prior to January 2009.  Members must be on the club roster as of  February 1, 2009.  
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Sponsors: Al reviewed the list of sponsors for the 2009 tournament trail. 

Tournament Structure:  The discussion was opened to change the tournament trail format to Angler/Co-Angler or to leave the format the same as it has been with boater/no-boater with each having equal time on the front of the boat.

After the discussion and taking into consideration a suggestion from a federation member

the motion was made and seconded to leave the format as it has been with boater/no-boater and the motion carried; five voting yes; one voting no and one abstaining.

Rule Changes: Motion was made and seconded to change the way the state team is selected.  The motion was passed unanimously.
The Alabama Bass Federation, Inc, 2009 State Team will be qualified as:

1. State Champion

2. Top Five From Angler of Year Points

3. Top Four Non-Boaters From Angler of Year Points

4. Next Two Positions of the Angler of Year Points

(A) State Champion will be a designated boater

(B) Top five from the Angler of the Year points will be designated boaters

(C) Next two positions of the Angler of the Year points will be designated no boaters

(D) Top four non-boaters from the Angler of the Year points will be designated no boaters

 Angler of the Year points will be accrued at each qualifying tournament and the state championship tournament with 300 points awarded to the first place finisher: 299 points awarded to the second place finisher and so on.  At the state championship tournament, angler of the year points will be accrued each day of the tournament.

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Payout for the 2009 Tournament Trail: Motion was made and seconded to pay out based upon a field of 200 anglers with a reduced percentage if less than 200 anglers participate.
