BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

January 10, 2009
MINUTES

The Board held a scheduled meeting at the La Quinta Inn in Prattville, AL on January 10,  2009.  The meeting was called to order at 8:00 AM.

Board members in attendance were:

Al Redding (President/Treasurer); Jeff Smith (District 1); Stan Blevins (District 2); Earl Andrews (District 4/Secretary); Troy McGee (District 5); Larry McConnell (District 6); Ronnie Williamson (District 7); Jim Sparrow (District 8-Vice-President/Youth Director); John Hall (District 9).

Minutes from the December 6, 2008 meeting were distributed to each Director present and after being read and reviewed were formally accepted by a unanimous vote.

 President/Treasurer Al Redding distributed and reviewed detailed financial statements for the 2008 fiscal year to/with the Board.  After a review by the Board Directors, motion was made by John Hall and second by Stan Blevins to accept the financial report as printed. The motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by John Hall and second by Larry McConnell to elect the following officers for the 2009 year:     Al Redding – President:  Jim Sparrow – Vice-President/Youth Director:  Stan Blevins – Secretary.   The motion was approved.

Al opened a discussion on the vacancies in District 3 and District 10.  Larry McConnell agreed to serve as Director for District 10 until someone from that district is elected.
Al discussed the clubs that have already paid their state dues for the 2009 year.

Motion was made by Larry McConnell and second by Stan Blevins for Al to obtain a price to wrap the trailer and make the needed changes to convert it to our need.

The motion was approved.

District 1 Director, Jeff Smith agreed to build a podium for the stage for weigh in purposes.

Motion was made by Jim Sparrow and second by Stan Blevins for Al to sign a contract with Solar Bat as a sponsor of The Alabama Bass Federation, Inc.  Motion was approved.

Al stressed the fact that the Federation needs to receive a copy of the bill of sale for all Ranger Boats sold in Alabama.  It is acceptable to cover the sales price, but he needs the information within 30 days of the sale.  Al requested the Directors to go by the Ranger dealers in their district to obtain this information.  
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Al discussed the amount the Federation will pay to support our angler going to Missouri to participate in the Federation Nationals tournament.

Motion was made by Jim Sparrow and second by Troy McGee to leave the payout the same as the 2008 year.  Thirty places will be paid based on 200 entries with a declining percentage for tournaments with less than 200 entries.  Motion carried with one abstention.

Youth Director Jim Sparrow gave a report on the youth program.  He stated that two clubs did not pay their dues and where no longer members.

The 2009 State Junior Championship Tournament is scheduled for April 11, 2009, Lake Mitchell, Clanton, AL, launch will be at Higgins Ferry.  Entry and medical release forms will be available after the first of the year.

Motion was made by John Hall and second by Stan Blevins to pay each state team member $75.00 plus pay motel cost for one night provided that they stay two per room.  Motion carried with six yes votes, one no vote and one abstention.
Motion was made by Larry McConnell and second by Jim Sparrow to sale the 2000 model year Chevrolet truck for $10,000.00.  Motion was accepted.

Ronnie Williamson purchased the Chevrolet truck for $10,000.00.
